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Draft Update

This is the second annual update from the Board of Directors to the

Homeowners in the Brandon Brook Home Owners Association.

In the update last year ,we talked about signing a contract to refurbish

the pool. As many of you are aware, this work has been done and the pool house

was painted. The result was a much nicer area.

we applied for a grant to upgrade the irrigation system and landscaping at

the Valrico entrance. We did receive the grant of $2500 for the irrigation

system. A new low volume system was installed. This system is similar to a drip

system and is much more efficient. We also had new plants installed and this

greatly improved the looks of the entrance.

We have also applied for and received a grant for $2500 to upgrade the

irrigation and landscaping at the Mt. Carmel entrance. This system has been

inoperative since the turnover of the HOA by the builder.Upon investigation,

we could not find a water source for the irrigation system at this entrance.

There was no timer for the system either. We investigated two different water

sources to get the system in working order. To obtain a hookup and a water

meter for county water was very expensive. It was going to cost between

$10,000 and $14,000 .. We contacted Brandon Irrigation, the installers of the

system at the Valrico entrance, and was given a bid of approximately $8,000 to

install a well and electricity to run the pump. The Board decided to go this way.

With our own well, we also do not have a montWy water bill. At the present

time, the well,pump and electricity has been installed and the initial water lines

for the irrigation system are in. Any day now the landscaping will be installed

and the irrigation will be completed.
